2. Role Purpose

The vision of the Diocese is 'Blessing our communities in Jesus' name for the transformation of us all'.  Within this the four core priorities are: 
· Energising Growth
· Engaging with Children, Youth and Young People 
· Challenging Poverty 
· Caring for God’s Creation

· To be the Parish Priest to this parishes, having regard to the calling and responsibilities of the clergy of the Church of England as described in the Ordinal, the Canons, national safeguarding policies, and all other relevant legislation, and in accordance with the Guidelines for the Professional Conduct of the Clergy 2015.

· To work with the PCCs towards the development of the local churches (both people and building) so that they are sustainable, and effective, in mission.

· To ensure that a high standard of worship, preaching and pastoral care is provided so that people are more able to live as disciples of Christ.

· To nurture discipleship and develop the ministry of all God's people, through training, cooperation, delegation, support and example, so that they take more responsibility for the mission and ministry of the parish; and seeking to identify potential future leaders and ministers.

4. Role Context

In 2015, the parish of Hunwick joined with the parish of Willington and Sunnybrow. The churches are just over 3 miles apart but serve different communities. Hunwick is a semi-rural village, situated between Bishop Auckland and Crook, and Willington is larger, with a population of around 9000, and more of a commercial centre. The two parishes both have their roots in the coal mining industry which closed down in the 1960s and 1970s. Willington has seen new housing developments in recent years, bringing many new families into the area. These areas are a key focus for future mission.
St Paul's Church in Hunwick has a tradition of Anglo-Catholic worship in a disciplined but modern style whilst St Stephen's is less traditional and more relaxed in its worship style. St Paul’s and St Stephen’s complement each other with festival services, particularly at Christmas and there is scope for developing this.
Like many places in the North East, the parishes have areas that see higher levels of income and employment deprivation, which also impacts heavily on some children.  
Across the two parishes there are five primary schools and one secondary school. Both parishes have positive relations with their local schools and are keen to build on these links. The parishes have reasonable transport links, lying nearby the A68, with local buses to Bishop Auckland, Spennymoor, and Crook. 
There is a real desire in both churches to grow in mission and see their churches grow in faith and number.
